START for Life (Success through ART®—
Aggression Replacement Training®) uses ART®, 
a cognitive-behavioural intervention consisting 
of three components: Social Skills Training 
(behavioural), Anger Control Training (affective), 
and Moral Reasoning (cognitive). The program 
targets aggressive and violent behaviour by 
providing new skills, incorporating how we 
think and behave to foster healthier living. 
The program is:
